	What is the intent of this Rule Proposal?: Three main intents are.
1. Increase the number of entrants that can potentially win.
2. Increase competitor numbers
3. Promote closer racing  


	Proposed Amendment: To introduce a Competition Index Control (CIC) system that can potentially refactor a competitor’s index from round to round depending on their performance. This would be a return to 0.5 index system but only have a CIC triggered if a competitor runs more than 0.4 under the index. This amount over 0.4 will then be removed from the index for the following round.
For example
 C/GA record is 7.99 the index will now be 8.49, a run of 8.05 triggers a CIC.
 8.49 – 8.05 = 0.44 under
 The index for the following round will then be lowered by 0.04
 0.44 – 0.4 (CIC) = 0.04
 The index now is an 8.45 for the following round.
 8.49 – 0.04 = 8.45
During eliminations every run more than 0.4 under the index, (even if it has been refactored from a previous round) results in a CIC. Any run that is 0.40 under or less results in no penalty for the next round.
At the end of eliminations, the index then goes back to +0.5 of the national record, including a record that has been reset during that meeting. 
Under the old 0.5 system the same et on the same index would result in a greater penalty.
 8.49 – 8.05 = 0.44 under
 0.44 / 2 = 0.22
The index would have been an 8.27 for the following round.
8.49 – 0.22 = 8.27

	Classes Effected: Super Stock and Competition
	How does or can this rule proposal protect participants and spectators?: N/A
	How is this rule proposal a positive step for ANDRA Drag Racing?: With a CIC system, the chances of competitors winning during any given meeting increase. It will allow for closer races and hopefully encouraging more people to choose group two or entice former competitors back.
	What is the positive impact of the rule proposal on other Classes and Brackets?: The intent is to increase competitor numbers and breathe life into two brackets that are clearly struggling for numbers under the current system. It will hopefully create more competition by re-adjusting indexes but also it does not punish the higher qualified cars so heavily that after a fast run, they then become uncompetitive for the next round (which was a possibility under the old 0.5 system). 
	How does the rule proposal ensure increased opportunity for even competition?: The current system favors the top 1 or 2 qualified cars heavily. Since its introduction, of the 23 races completed, the winner has been from the top two qualified cars 20 times. While group 2 is a performance-based class this kind of top-heavy result is hurting the bracket. By re-factoring indexes on a round by round basis, cars that qualify in the top half of the field now have an increased chance of winning.
	Describe how the rule proposal is practical and encforcable: This system is like the one used by NHRA’s comp eliminator and can be enforced using any drag racing management software. The index system has been changed in the past, this change is made via the index system council. 
	Describe how the cost of complying with the rule proposal is reasonable for competitors: There is no extra cost to competitors.
